An educational and awareness session on breast cancer
for the female staff members was arranged by the Bahrain
Philanthropic Society. The session, coincided with the
International Month for Awareness of this disease, falls
in the month of October each year. The theme of 2021
was «The Early Detection». The participants discussed
several topics, the most important of which were: The
Importance of the Early Detection of Breast Cancer and its
role in increasing the rate in the high survival and medical
treatment, along with a discussion covering the importance
of raising awareness of this disease and the necessity of
adhering to regular medical tests, which help control the
disease and its complications.

The session also discussed the psychological and social
support to be provided to a patient, which significantly
contributes to the acceleration of the patient’s response to
therapeutic interventions.

To enhance this awareness educational session, the
Society distributed guidance leaflets to all participating
families of the Society members to encourage them to
undergo early examination.
